Any road use without special consent or not in accordance with the special consent granted may attract a penalty under sections 11(5) and 11(6) of the Control of Roads Act.
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CONDITIONS OF SPECIAL CONSENT
1. The special consent granted (“Special Consent”) is granted to the entity set out in the Special Consent instrument (the “Grantee”) and does not apply to any other entity.

2. The Special Consent may be revoked by:

(a) if weather conditions vary from the date on which the Special Consent is granted;

(b) if the road specified in the Special Consent instrument (the “Road”) suffers any damage prior to or as a result of the use of the Road pursuant to the Special Consent; or
(c) at any time at the discretion of the competent authority for the Road, as defined section 11 (9) Control of Roads Act (“Competent Authority”).
3. The Special Consent is for the Road and the duration, purpose and vehicle stated in the Special Consent instrument and the Grantee must access and use the Road strictly in accordance with the Special Consent.
4. The original Special Consent instrument and approval letter and the attached application (both signed originals) must be carried in the vehicle specified in the Special Consent instrument at all times and shall be presented to any authority that requests such documents.
5. The Grantee will pay a fee of $1, if demanded, in consideration for the Special Consent.
6. The Special Consent is restricted to use of the carriageway of the Road and the Grantee must limit its use of the Road to the carriageway and not enter onto or use any other part of the Road or road reserve applicable to the Road.
7. The Grantee must not cause any nuisance, damage, disturbance, annoyance, inconvenience, danger, risk, hazard or interference to the Competent Authority or occupiers of land adjacent to the Road.
8. The Grantee must comply with any of the Competent Authority’s rules or regulations in respect to the Road.
9. The Grantee must not do anything that will constitute a breach of any statutory requirement affecting the Road.
10. The Grantee must not carry out any civil works or improvements on or around the Road without the consent of the Competent Authority. 
11. Prior to accessing and using the Road the Grantee must make its own judgements regarding the condition of the Road, the fitness or suitability of the Road for the purpose the Road will be used for and the ability of the Grantee’s vehicle to access or use the Road.  If the Grantee considers it cannot access or use the Road or that it is unsafe to do so it must contact the Competent Authority immediately. 
12. The Grantee accesses and uses the Road at it own risk and the Grantee bears the risk and costs of, and must promptly make good, any loss or damage to the vehicle or vehicles, the Road, land adjacent to the Road and any materials, plant and equipment and other property that is brought on to the Road by or on behalf of the Grantee.

13. The Competent Authority does not warrant the condition of the Road or that the Road will be fit or suitable for the purpose set out in the Special Consent instrument or for any purpose.
14. The Grantee must ensure that the vehicle to be driven on the Road is insured and that the insurance policy in place for the vehicle covers any damage to the vehicle that may occur on a closed road. 
15. The Grantee must ensure that its agents, contractors and employees comply with the Special Consent, including these conditions.
